Leads the den at weekly den and monthly
pack meetings. Attends the monthly pack
leaders’ meeting.

Cubmasgter

Helps plan and carry out the pack program
with the help of the pack committee.
Emcees monthly pack meeting and attends
the pack leaders’ meeting.

Pack Committee

Memberg perform administrative functions of the pack. (positiong listed below)

Committee Chairman

Pregcides at all pack committee meetings.
Helps recruit adult leaders. Also attends
pack meetings.

Advancement Chairman

Maintaing advancement records for the
pack. Orders and obtaing all badges and
ingignia. Attends pack meetings and
committee meetings.

Pack Trainer

Coordinates “Fast Start” training for
adults, organizes the Tiger Cub dens and
promotes leader training and Roundtable
meeting attendance.

Secretary / Treasurer

Keeps all records for the pack, including
pack bank account, financial records, etc.
Attends pack meetings and pack
committee meetings.

Parent Helpersg

Function chairman pogitiong to perform
“one shot” program jobs such as
coordinating pack participation in sales
events, Scouting for Food, pinewood derby,
blue and gold banquet, day camp, etc.

They check on the health of your pack and
are a communications link between your pack and the Scouting
organization.
